Here is a truly unusual donation by Pat Abate president of the Rivers End Tackle Company of Old Saybrook, CT.    This is an original copy of the 1890 report of the Ristigouche – now spelled Restigouche – Salmon Club.  The report shows the catch for the years 1880 to 1890.  Any of you interested in salmon fishing will be blown away by the statistics.  Only about 10% of the fish were grilse, and more salmon over 25 pounds were caught annually than were grilse!  The report also list the by laws of the organization and the membership.  I had some fun just Googling some of the members names.  It reads like a whos who of the era’s powerful New Yorkers.   There is information in the book on the forming of the club including petitioning the King of England to buy the riprarian rights from the Crown.  This is a truly amazing piece of angling history that doesn’t come along very often.
